Artist Statement 

"I am inspired by real world's issues, and I also often find deep inspiration in Mother Nature. I take pride in exploring the earth's mysteries while slightly delving into a mythical realm. The elements of water, fire, wind, and earth are present within the abstract forms of my work. My use of ground minerals and my extensive background in photographing the landscape give my work a strong connection to nature. When creating a piece, I tend to let my mood, emotion and different aspects of the world at large guide me. It is significant for me to create artwork that is not only visually stimulating but also evokes emotion. When I paint, I live in the moment. The rivers of hardened color accentuate the harmony and balance seen in my work. I am consumed with emotions and color. It is a methodical process of discovering the unknown."
